1o the City: For more than a century, the City of New York and the Trustees of The Metropolitan Museum of Art have
been partners in bringing the Museum’s services to the public. The complex of buildings in Central Park is the property
of the City, and the City provides for the Museum’s heat, light, and power. The City also pays for approximately one-third
of the costs of maintenance and security for the facility and its collections. The collections themselves are held in trust
by the Trustees. The Trustees, in turn, are responsible for meeting all expenses connected with conservation, education,
special exhibitions, acquisitions, scholarly publications, and related activities, including security costs not covered by

Museum to serve the public in accordance with its traditional standards of excellence.

comed more than six million visitors, a clear testament to the pub-

lic’s ongoing excitement for the Museum’s collections, exhibitions,
and programs. We were also tremendously pleased that The Cloisters,
the Museum’s branch dedicated to the art and architecture of the Middle
Ages, celebrated unprecedented attendance over the fiscal year, coinciding
with its seventy-fifth anniversary. Fiscal year 2014 also saw major achieve-
ments on a number of fronts, reflecting our commitments to world-class
scholarship, greater accessibility, and engaging with a worldwide com-
munity. As this Annual Report was going to press, the Museum opened
the newest of New York City’s major public spaces, the David H. Koch
Plaza, located in front of our main building. We look forward to the
plaza providing a warm and welcoming entry to the Museum for our
visitors from around the world in fiscal year 2015 and beyond.

Among the year’s high points was the opening last May of another
new space, The Costume Institute’s Anna Wintour Costume Center,
following a two-year renovation and complete reconfiguration. A source
of learning and inspiration, the space—which includes 4,200 square feet
of exhibition galleries, a conservation laboratory, collection storage, and
a library—was officially opened by First Lady Michelle Obama at a
ribbon-cutting ceremony.

The Long-Term Feasibility Study that was begun in fiscal year 2012
by the firm Beyer Blinder Belle Architects & Planners LLP initiated the
process of thinking about our entire facility and how best to allocate
the Museum’s physical resources in the coming decades. The study was
completed this year, and the initial phase of the first project—a plan
for renovating the Museum’s Lila Acheson Wallace Wing—began with
the formation of the ad hoc Trustee Architect Selection and Design
Committee.

We also began an audience engagement study this year. The results of
this initiative, which is being undertaken with assistance from the Wolff
Olins agency, will help us expand our reach and relevance. Both the long-
term feasibility study and the audience engagement study will help shape
the plans for all of our spaces, including the Whitney Museum of Ameri-
can Art’s Marcel Breuer—designed building when the Metropolitan begins
its occupancy next year. These studies are also instrumental to the devel-
opment of the five-year Strategic Plan that the Museum began in fiscal
year 2014 and expects to complete this fall. The Strategic Plan addresses
the Museum’s most pressing needs and will guide its future progress.

On the digital front, in addition to attracting more than 40 million
visits to our website in fiscal year 2014 and exponentially greater reach
through social media channels, we continued to build on robust online
programming. This year we completed the award-winning series 82nd &
Fifth, which featured personal perspectives on works of art in our collec-
tion by 100 curators. We also introduced two additional new web fea-
tures inspired by our collection—MerCollects, highlighting new gifts and
acquisitions, and One Met. Many Worlds., presenting the collection in
eleven languages through an innovative interpretive lens. The growth of
our online publications resource, MetPublications, reached the milestone
of 1,500 titles in fiscal year 2014 and is one of the most-visited sections
of the website.

The Museum continued its award-winning program of print publica-
tions with twenty-nine new titles, including groundbreaking exhibition
catalogues on artists ranging from Jean-Baptiste Carpeaux (French,
1827-1875) to Balthus (Balthasar Klossowski, French, 1908—2001),
and on topics spanning Chinese ink art, medieval German treasures,
Hindu-Buddhist sculpture, and the fashions of Charles James (American,
born Great Britain, 1906—-1978). In addition to other scholarly print
catalogues, the Museum released its Guide in four new languages (German,
Russian, Korean, and Arabic) and produced two digital publications: an
e-version of the Guide and an online catalogue of the Cesnola Collection

A significant achievement in the Museum’s ongoing efforts to engage
with the global community was the inaugural Global Museum Leaders
Colloquium (GMLC), held at the Metropolitan this past April. The
two-week conference for museum leaders primarily from Asia, Africa,
and Latin America provided opportunities for sustained group discus-
sion on various facets of museum management—{rom curatorial and
conservation work to the new challenges and opportunities in market-
ing, development, and digital technology.

The year’s many achievements were attained amid another exceptional
exhibition program. The range of art and cultures represented in our
galleries enabled the Museum to celebrate old and new masters, mount
groundbreaking exhibitions, and continue to activate the collection
through fresh perspectives on historical material. A more detailed review
of those offerings, along with the full range of the Museum’s activities
in fiscal year 2014, appears below. For a detailed discussion of the
Museum’s financial results for the year, see the “Report of the Chief
Financial Officer” on pages 90-93.

Acquisitions

Fiscal year 2014 brought a number of noteworthy acquisitions. In
September 2013, just months after the announcement that Leonard A.
Lauder had promised his unparalleled collection of seventy-eight Cubist
works of art to the Metropolitan, he donated funds to support the
Department of Modern and Contemporary Art’s acquisition of another
Cubist masterpiece, 7he Village by Fernand Léger (French, 1881-1955).
The painting, which represents a pivotal moment in the evolution of
Cubism, is thought to be one of the last paintings made by Léger before
World War I. In this work, painted on coarse canvas, Léger merged the
past with the present, depicting historical architecture with the most
contemporary means of expression.

For the Department of Asian Art, the Museum acquired last fall the
outstanding Arthur and Charlotte Vershbow Collection of Japanese
[lustrated Books from the seventeenth to the nineteenth century. Artists
represented in the collection include Kitagawa Utamaro (1753?-18006),
Kartsushika Hokusai (1760—1849), and Utagawa Hiroshige (1797-1858),
who are best known today for their woodblock prints, but who also
excelled at illustrations for deluxe poetry anthologies and popular litera-
ture. The Metropolitan now has a superb collection of Japanese books
to complement its excellent holdings in paintings and prints from the
Edo period (1615-1868).

A magnificent canvas by Charles Le Brun, Everhard Jabach (1618—
1695) and His Family, was acquired for the Department of European
Paintings. A landmark in the history of French portraiture, it depicts the
family of a major financial figure and one of the most important collec-
tors in seventeenth-century Europe. His collection of paintings and
drawings was sold to the French Crown and now forms the core of the
Musée du Louvre, Paris. The acquisition transforms the Metropolitan
Museum’s collection by adding a defining work both for art history and
for cultural and political history.

For the Department of Medieval Art and The Cloisters, the Museum
acquired four exceptional Late Byzantine icons depicting the Baptism
and the Anastasis from the life of Christ, Saint John the Theologian with
his scribe Prochoros, and Saint Nicholas. Painted around 1400 and most
likely on the island of Crete, these icons are examples of the origins of
the Cretan/Byzantine tradition that would come to influence El Greco
(Domenikos Theotokopoulos, Greek, 1540/41-1614). Careful cleaning
by our outstanding conservators has revealed the original brilliance of
the paintings and their untouched gold grounds.



Through the Museum’s acquisition of a work that was commissioned
during the reign of King Njouteu, which spanned the turn of the last
century in Cameroon, the Department of the Arts of Africa, Oceania,
and the Americas has received an object that played a central role in the
Kingdom of Bansoa’s rites of succession during the first half of the twen-
tieth century. Tited 7hrone of Njouteu: Royal Couple, this ceremonial
seat of office was carved from a single piece of wood and then wrapped
in fabric covered with glass beads. Its subject is a king and his consort
who stand at the summit and back of a circular seat that is supported by
a caryatid leopard.

For The American Wing, the Museum acquired an important and
evocative group of objects from eighteenth-century Mexico, including a
rare suite of five devotional paintings on copper by Nicolds Enriquez
(1704-1790) and a coverlet (colcha) embroidered with personifications
of the four parts of the world. These astonishingly well-documented
works were created for a Spanish-born merchant resident of Mexico City
and illuminate spiritual aspirations born of two continents and tastes
formed at the nexus of converging networks of trade that connected
every part of the globe.

One of the finest and most elegant porphyry vessels to have survived
classical antiquity was also acquired in fiscal year 2014. In antiquity,
porphyry was highly regarded as a sumptuous royal stone because its
purple color was associated with the regal and, in Roman times, was the
imperial hue that symbolized rank and authority. This acquisition for
the Department of Greek and Roman Art is of the utmost rarity.

In June, the Museum acquired for the Department of Photographs
a splendid group of sixty-four occupational portraits by Irving Penn
(American, 1917-2009), one of the most prolific and influential pho-
tographers of the twentieth century. The portraits date from 1950-51
and are from the artist’s Small Trades series, in which he honors the daily
lives of working men and women.

Many other objects of distinction were acquired this year; for the full
list, see the Departmental Accessions section starting on page 11.

Exhibitions

Leading off this year’s strong exhibition program was the first presenta-
tion of contemporary art at The Cloisters. Part of a yearlong celebration
of The Cloisters’ seventy-fifth anniversary, “Janet Cardiff: The Forty Part
Motet” featured a sound installation by Canadian artist Cardiff (born
1957) of her reworking of a sixteenth-century forty part motet by British
composer Thomas Tallis (ca. 1510-1585). A wonderful complement to
Cardiff’s work at the Museum’s main building was “Medieval Treasures
from Hildesheim,” which showcased masterpieces from St. Mary’s
Cathedral in Hildesheim, Germany, a collection of one of the most
complete surviving ensembles of church furnishings, reliquaries, and
treasures in Europe, all made between 1000 and 1250.

Another fall season highlight, “Interwoven Globe: The Worldwide
Textile Trade, 1500—1800” united works from across the Museum with
international loans to tell an important story that unfolded during the
golden age of European navigation, when textiles often acted as direct
currency for spices and other goods. The story of the modernization of
the ancient glassblowing tradition was told in “Venetian Glass by
Carlo Scarpa: The Venini Company, 1932-1947,” which presented
nearly three hundred works by the influential Italian architect Scarpa
(1906-1978). “Silla: Korea’s Golden Kingdom” introduced this fasci-
nating and complex culture of ancient Korea through spectacular gold
regalia, exquisite Buddhist art, and other works created between A.p. 400
and 800, many of which had never before been shown in the United
States. Another fall exhibition, “Balthus: Cats and Girls—Paintings and
Provocations,” was the first American show of the artist’s work in thirty
years and included, in addition to his celebrated series of portraits, a
number of small ink drawings that had never before been exhibited.

The first retrospective in the United States of jewelry by acclaimed
designer Joel A. Rosenthal (American, born 1943), “Jewels by JAR,” was
a highlight of the winter season and featured more than four hundred

pieces. The exhibition “William Kentridge: The Refusal of Time,” marked

the U.S. premiere of a new Museum acquisition, a twenty-seven-minute
meditation on time and space and the artist’s intellectual life.

The Museum has long been known as a leader in the field of Asian
art, so it was a delight to be able to present a major loan exhibition of
contemporary Chinese art, “Ink Art: Past as Present in Contemporary
China.” Through seventy works in various media, it showed how artists
born in a rapidly modernizing China continue to find inspiration in the
country’s artistic and cultural past.

The aesthetic and cultural impulses behind the creation of statuettes
with American western themes was explored in “The American West in
Bronze, 1850-1925.” Another highlight of the winter season, the show
included sculptures by the influential Frederic Remington (American,
1861-1909), among others. Winter’s “Piero della Francesca: Personal
Encounters” was a focused presentation on the devotional paintings of a
major figure of the Renaissance, bringing together for the first time four
of Piero’s works meant for private worship.

Groundbreaking exhibitions were among the highlights in spring as
well. A major retrospective of the gifted and passionate nineteenth-
century sculptor Jean-Baptiste Carpeaux was the first large show devoted
to the artist in forty years and stood out for its presentation of not only
sculptures, but also preparatory drawings and paintings. With spring’s
“Lost Kingdoms: Hindu-Buddhist Sculpture of Early Southeast Asia,
5th to 8th Century,” the Museum’s world-renowned Department of
Asian Art mounted the first international loan exhibition that included
a significant number of national treasures lent by the governments of
Cambodia, Vietnam, Thailand, Malaysia, and, for the first time ever,
Myanmar.

The annual installation on The Iris and B. Gerald Cantor Roof
Garden this year was part garden maze and part modernist skyscraper
facade. Presenting the work of Dan Graham (American, born 1942) in
collaboration with Swiss landscape architect Giinther Vogt (born 1957),
the installation engaged with issues of urbanity and public space, and
the viewer’s own experience within each.

Another spring and summer tradition is the annual Costume Institute
exhibition, this year’s presenting the life and work of Charles James, the
legendary twentieth-century Anglo-American couturier who designed
with a sculptor’s eye and scientist’s logic. This show was especially signif-
icant as it inaugurated the new exhibition galleries in the Anna Wintour
Costume Center on the Museum’s ground floor.

Fiscal year 2014 included many other noteworthy exhibitions. For

Education and Concerts ¢ Lectures

Among their many activities, Education and Concerts & Lectures con-
tinued their commitment to reestablishing the Metropolitan Museum as
a place for the dynamic exchange of ideas, renewed artist engagement,
and the examination of the creative process. In fiscal year 2014, more
than 28,000 events drew approximately 700,000 participants represent-
ing an increasingly new and diverse audience. A highlight for Concerts &
Lectures was the outstanding TEDxMet event, which engaged a range of
speakers and performers from both inside and outside the Museum.
More events prominently featured living artists, who participated
actively and offered their unique perspectives. Notable was the second
performing-artist residency awarded to the artist collective Alarm Will
Sound, which collaborated on numerous projects with curators, educa-
tors, and staff throughout the Museum. Of the 36,000 visitors who
attended a Concerts & Lectures ticketed program, fifty-one percent had
never before attended a concert or lecture at the Museum. And, among
these visitors, more than 450 children attended concerts for one dollar
each in addition to the full-price ticket of their accompanying adults.

In Education we further augmented our art-making programs to
allow visitors to experiment and develop creatively in response to the
collections and exhibitions, often together with practicing artists. In
addition to these expanded offerings, visitors of all ages and abilities
enjoyed an astonishing range of programs exploring art and cultures
from around the globe. We continued to see more visitors engaging in
art-making programs, such as Drop-in Drawing and Teen Experiments,
which both experienced increased attendance by approximately thirty



percent over the previous year. The number of K—12 educators who
took part in workshops and other events at the Museum and online
increased by more than fifty percent over fiscal year 2013 thanks to con-
tinuing active outreach. A full discussion of Education and Concerts &
Lectures appears on pages 63—65.

Visitorship

For the third year in a row, visitors to the Metropolitan Museum num-
bered more than six million, the highest levels of visitorship since the
Museum began tracking admission statistics more than forty years ago.
The number includes attendance at both the main building on Fifth
Avenue and The Cloisters museum and gardens in Upper Manhattan.
‘The Cloisters experienced a remarkable fifty percent increase in atten-
dance in the past fiscal year, attracting nearly 350,000 visitors. This
was also the first year that the Museum was open to the public seven
days a week.

Visitors in fiscal year 2014 were drawn in large numbers to the New
European Paintings Galleries, 1250—1800 (opened May 23, 2013) and
the recently renovated and newly named Anna Wintour Costume
Center (opened May 5, 2014). As of June 30, 2014, those gallery areas
had already welcomed 729,839 and 143,843 visitors, respectively.

Exhibition attendance was also particularly strong through June 30
for “Jewels by JAR” (257,243); “Silla: Korea’s Golden Kingdom”
(194,105); “Balthus: Cats and Girls—Paintings and Provocations”
(191,866); “Ken Price Sculpture: A Retrospective” (189,209); “Inter-
woven Globe: The Worldwide Textile Trade, 1500—1800” (180,322);
“Ink Art: Past as Present in Contemporary China” (151,154); and
“Janet Cardiff: The Forty Part Motet” at The Cloisters (127,224).

Also contributing to the high attendance in fiscal year 2014 were the
final weeks of last summer’s popular exhibitions “PUNK: Chaos to
Couture,” which closed August 14, 2013, and drew 442,350 visitors;
“Photography and the American Civil War,” which closed September 2,
2013, and attracted 323,853 people; and “The Roof Garden Commission:
Imran Qureshi,” which closed November 3, 2013, and was attended by
395,239 visitors.

The Museum’s website attracted more than forty million visits in fiscal
year 2014; approximately sixty-one percent were first-time visits and
thirty-nine percent were repeat. Among the website’s features, 7he
Collection Online, which provides access to the Museum’s database of
400,000 collection records, was newly redesigned and continued to
draw the majority of traffic to the site. 82nd ¢ Fifth, the award-winning
yearlong series, invited 100 curators to talk about 100 works that
changed the way they see the world, and MetPublications, as previously
noted, topped 1,500 titles and incorporated the Museum’s full five-
decade publishing span. Also new this year were MetCollects, an ongoing
series that showcases the Metropolitan’s recent and new gifts and acqui-
sitions, and One Met. Many Worlds., which presents the Museum’s 500
collection highlights through a new and unconventional interpretive
lens and in eleven languages. The ever popular online publication
Heilbrunn Timeline of Art History continues to evolve and expand and
steadily receives more than one million visits per month.

‘The Museum’s email marketing and social media programs continued
to grow, delivering content and interactive experiences through plat-
forms that are part of our visitors’ daily lives. The email marketing pro-
gram, which includes both engagement and fund-raising campaigns,
grew to nearly 200,000 subscribers in fiscal year 2014. This includes
email addresses acquired through the successful Wi-Fi captive portal,
which averages 500 sign-ups per day. On the social media side, the
Museum’s Facebook account reached more than 1,100,000 likes (an
increase of twenty-nine percent from last year), and the Museum’s
Twitter account garnered more than 758,000 followers (up thirty per-
cent from last year). The Museum’s Instagram reached more than
178,000 followers (up 280 percent from last year) and won a Webby
Award in the Social: Arts and Culture category. The Met’s Pinterest
account amassed 557,000 followers.

In fiscal year 2014 the Museum launched an entirely new on-site
Audio Guide, the culmination of a year of work that ranged from
designing and developing a robust back-end content management sys-
tem, to auditing and organizing the extensive back catalogue of audio
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content (over 3,000 audio messages), and designing and developing the
Audio Guide app distributed to visitors. The Audio Guide, an essential
aspect of the Museum’s visitor experience, had over 200,000 users in
fiscal year 2014. Presenting an easy-to-use experience in ten languages,
this tool provides high-quality interpretive media on both the perma-
nent collection and special exhibition tours. The Audio Guide is a
particularly important resource for first-time and foreign visitors, who
comprised eighty percent of its users. In an effort to expand our offer-
ings, new translations increased the body of foreign language content
by thirty percent and eight special exhibitions tours were added over
the year.

The Museum’s loyal members numbered 151,271 at the end of June
and income from Membership, including gifts, totaled $28,738,543
for the year. The majority of income from membership fees came from
renewals, which made up sixty-one percent of all membership sales
processed and brought in seventy-three percent of annual income. We
achieved significant growth in upper-level membership category enroll-
ment as well as at the Individual and Family/Dual levels, and a record
high for the President’s Circle, which reached fifty-six members. Mem-
bership’s fall 2013 event, Up Close + In Person + After Hours, inspired by
the 82nd é‘Fiﬁb web series, was a highlight of the season. Over 1,600
Museum members joined forty-five curators and conservators from
eleven curatorial departments to share personal stories about the objects
that inspire them.

Capital Projects

As previously noted, fiscal year 2014 saw the opening of the Anna
Wintour Costume Center, which includes, for exhibitions, the main
Lizzie and Jonathan Tisch Gallery and the Carl and Iris Barrel Apfel
Gallery; a state-of-the-art costume conservation laboratory; an expanded
study/storage facility to house the combined holdings of the Metropolitan
and the Brooklyn Museum Costume Collection; The Irene Lewisohn
Costume Reference Library, one of the world’s foremost fashion libraries;
and offices. Also completed in May, for the Department of Asian Art,
was a project to renovate the Chinese Treasury gallery.

As previously noted, major progress was made this year on the rede-
sign of the Museum’s four-block-long outdoor plaza, which opened this
September. Thanks to a generous allocation of $4.5 million from the
City of New York, the Museum continued work on its multiyear plan to
upgrade and replace vitally important infrastructure. The City also pro-
vided a special grant of $800,000 for energy efficiency upgrades. For this
crucial funding, we are grateful to former Mayor of New York City
Michael R. Bloomberg and his administration as well as the New York
City Council, with special thanks to City Council Speaker Melissa
Mark-Viverito, City Council Members Daniel R. Garodnick and Jimmy
Van Bramer as well as former Manhattan Borough President Scott M.
Stringer. In addition, we received a grant from the State of New York,
which will also be used for ongoing infrastructure upgrade and replace-
ment projects. We are extremely grateful to Assembly Member Dan
Quart for his effort in securing this funding.

The Fund for the Met

In fiscal year 2014, The Fund for the Met secured over $86 million in
new gifts and pledges, which is the highest amount raised since the fiscal
crisis of 2008, indicating renewed donor confidence in the strength of
the Museum. Total gifts and pledges for this new campaign, for which
counting began July 1, 2011, have grown to $287 million.

The start of the calendar year welcomed a magnificent gift from
Chairman Daniel Brodsky and his wife, Estrellita, in support of the
Museum’s modern and contemporary art agenda and occupancy of The
Breuer Building. Additional support for this initiative includes gifts
from Leonard A. Lauder and Trustee Blair Effron and his wife, Cheryl
Cohen Effron. Significant grants were made by Bloomberg Philanthropies
to support the Museum’s digital platforms and online permanent collec-
tion features and by the Sherman Fairchild Foundation for a variety of
top-priority initiatives. The Museum received several other generous
gifts of note, from Trustee Sir Paul and Lady Jill Ruddock and Ceil and
Michael E. Pulitzer. Gifts to replenish the Museum’s acquisitions fund



remain a priority; there were significant contributions this fiscal year
from Trustees Jayne Wrightsman and Marina Kellen French, and
Trustee Mary and Michael Jaharis.

With the completion of the Long-Term Feasibility Study and devel-
opment of a strategic plan that will address our most pressing needs,
this is a pivotal time in the Metropolitan’s history. The next phase of
the capital campaign will be essential to the success of these projects.

Trustees, Staff, and Volunteers

There were several changes to the Museum’s Board of Trustees this year.
Stephen M. Cutler, Blair Effron, John A. Paulson, and Samantha
Boardman Rosen were elected Trustees, as was Charles N. Atkins, repre-
senting the Borough of Manhattan. Conrad K. Harper, David H. Koch,
Cynthia Hazen Polsky, Annette de la Renta, Frank E. Richardson, and
Oscar L. Tang were elected Trustees Emeriti; and Russell L. Carson,
Richard L. Chilton, Jr., and Lulu C. Wang were elected Vice Chairmen
of the Board. Upon his election as Mayor of New York City, Bill de Blasio
joined the board as an Ex Officio Trustee. Other Ex Officio Trustees
were welcomed to the Board with the new administration: Tom
Finkelpearl, Commissioner of Cultural Affairs; Mitchell J. Silver,
Commissioner of Parks and Recreation; Melissa Mark-Viverito, Speaker
of the New York City Council; and Scott M. Stringer, Comptroller.
Robert Kasdin was named Comptroller Designee to the Board.

We were saddened this year by the death of Trustee Emerita Muriel
Silberstein-Storfer. The Museum’s Trustee representative for the Borough
of Staten Island from 1971 to 1976, she brought a deep, unflagging
commitment to art education and to the Museum. She touched genera-
tions of parents and children through her renowned workshops, which
took place for decades in the Ruth and Harold D. Uris Center for
Education.

After thirteen years as Lawrence A. Fleischman Chairman of The
American Wing and a distinguished curatorial career at the Museum
that spanned nearly five decades, Morrison H. Heckscher became
Curator Emeritus of The American Wing at the end of June. Among
Heckscher’s many landmark accomplishments, perhaps the most signifi-
cant has been his supervision of the decade-long renovation and reinstal-
lation of the entire American Wing, which involved every aspect of the
Museum’s American art collection.

The Metropolitan Museum welcomed two new curators in fiscal
year 2014. C. Griffith Mann, who was previously the Deputy Director
and Chief Curator of the Cleveland Museum of Art, was appointed
the Metropolitan Museum’s Michel David-Weill Curator in Charge of
the Department of Medieval Art and The Cloisters, arriving at the
Museum in September 2013. Fall 2013 also saw the arrival of Joanne
Pillsbury, the Metropolitan Museum’s Andrall E. Pearson Curator in
the Department of the Arts of Africa, Oceania, and the Americas,
who was previously Associate Director at the Getty Research Institute,
Los Angeles.

The search for a new Frederick P. and Sandra P. Rose Chairman of
Education concluded in March with the appointment of Sandra
Jackson-Dumont, who began at the Museum in May. A visionary and
highly respected educator who has been connecting art and audiences at
museums on the East and West Coasts for years, she comes to the
Metropolitan Museum from the Seattle Art Museum, where she was the
Kayla Skinner Deputy Director for Education and Public Programs as
well as Adjunct Curator for Modern and Contemporary Art. Prior to

her posts in Seattle, Sandra worked at the Studio Museum in Harlem
and the Whitney Museum of American Art, New York, among other
cultural institutions.

There were also several promotions this year. In September 2013,
Diana Craig Patch was elected the Lila Acheson Wallace Curator in
Charge of the Department of Egyptian Art; Barbara D. Boehm was
elected the Paul and Jill Ruddock Curator, Department of Medieval Art
and The Cloisters; and Elizabeth Mankin Kornhauser was elected the
Alice Pratt Brown Curator of American Paintings and Sculpture, The
American Wing. Alisa LaGamma was elected the Ceil and Michael E.
Pulitzer Curator in Charge, Department of the Arts of Africa, Oceania,
and the Americas in March; and as of July 1, 2014, Carrie Rebora
Barratt became the Deputy Director for Collections and Administration;
Luke Syson became the Iris and B. Gerald Cantor Chairman, Depart-
ment of European Sculpture and Decorative Arts; Lisa Pilosi was named
the Sherman Fairchild Conservator in Charge, Department of Objects
Conservation; Andrea Bayer became the Jane Wrightsman Curator,
Department of European Paintings; and Susan Alyson Stein was named
the Engelhard Curator of Nineteenth-Century European Painting,
Department of European Paintings. Also effective July 1, 2014, Christine
Coulson was promoted to Chief Adviser to the Director; Carolyn
Riccardelli to Conservator, Department of Objects Conservation;

Min Xu to Museum Librarian, Thomas J. Watson Library; and Jeffrey S.
Spar to Vice President for Technology and Chief Technology Officer,
Department of Information Systems and Technology. In another staff
appointment this year, Peter Barnet was named Senior Curator,
Department of Medieval Art.

As part of this year’s efforts to broaden its global reach and strengthen
its online presence, the Museum hired Sree Sreenivasan, who joined
the staff in August 2013 as the Museum’s first Chief Digital Officer.
Sreenivasan leads the Digital Media Department, which is responsible
for managing and producing digital content—especially on the Museum’s
collection—and for delivering the information to a variety of audiences,
both online and in the galleries.

Another key position—Vice President and General Manager of
Merchandise and Retail—was also filled this year by Joanna M. Prosser.
Prior to joining the Museum last November, for more than ten years
Prosser oversaw retail at the Victoria and Albert Museum as Managing
Director of V&A Enterprises Ltd. She substantially developed both the
scale of the V&A business and its international reputation for style and
quality, and was responsible for all commercial activities, including
retail, publishing, brand licensing, image licensing, rights, and digital
development.

The support of an outstanding group of volunteers, whose generosity
and devotion is felt throughout the Museum, is a hallmark of this insti-
tution. This year, we commend Nancy L. Staniar, former Chair of the
Volunteer Organization, for her two years of exceptional service at the
head of the organization and welcome its new Chair, Alice Geller. Geller
joins Manager Ruth Henderson, who is staying on for a second term.
On behalf of the Museum, for this year of remarkable achievements, we
thank all of our volunteers, as well as our members and friends, and also,
especially, our accomplished Trustees and staff. Their vision and dedica-
tion are what make the Metropolitan Museum the greatest art museum
in the world.

Education and Concerts & Lectures

Overview

This year Education and Concerts & Lectures programs saw substantial
success as a result of our efforts to make the Metropolitan Museum a
place for artists, a site for experimentation with new models, a training
ground for thought leaders, and a creative, global hub. By partnering
with artists and other cultural producers to incorporate our collection
into their creative processes, the Metropolitan has become a platform for
the presentation of original work and a catalyst for the exploration of
new ideas. Fruitful collaborations among curators, conservators, educa-
tors, and the Digital Media and Communications departments’ staff
have blossomed into interdisciplinary conversations and engaging pro-
grams focused on the collection and exhibitions. Highlights of these
collaborations include a myriad of rich programs connecting a range of
audiences to the groundbreaking exhibition, “Interwoven Globe: The
Worldwide Textile Trade, 1500—1800,” and the highly successful
TEDxMet event that engaged millions worldwide for a full day of talks
and performances. Our audiences rely on us to produce creative, rigor-
ous, and relevant programs featuring the best art practitioners and other
experts; the partnerships enable us to live up to the standard of high-
quality interdisciplinary experiences for which we have become known.

In fiscal year 2014 a total of 28,223 Education and Concerts &
Lectures events drew 700,115 participants. The latter figure represents
an overall seven percent increase in attendance compared to last year,
owing its growth in part to the success of festivals, teen and educator
programs, and school group and adult visits, despite the harsh East
Coast winter. Our audiences are embracing opportunities to be creative
and interact with makers of all kinds within the Museum; this year
low-barrier, interactive, and highly social opportunities to do so proved
the most popular. The continued increase in visitors participating in
art-making programs, such as Drop-in Drawing and Teen Experiments,
both of which experienced approximately thirty percent growth over
fiscal year 2013, attests to this trend.

We continued to welcome new audiences. Programs challenged the
expected in the museum setting, especially in Met Museum Presents
performance art, to which fifty-one percent of the visitors were new.
Partnerships with local organizations, such as Cool Culture, Poets
House, City Lore, and various college groups, for example, resulted in
increased attendance particularly for first-time participants in various
programs. With the Museum’s new seven-day week—which necessitated
adjustments to some program formats and scheduling—we also ensured
that regular audiences could participate in the way they were accustomed.
In the case of Scholars’ Day workshops, the presence of general visitors
in the Museum on Mondays did not hinder meaningful access to works
of art for students, academics, and researchers.

Through amplified collection and analysis of qualitative and quantita-
tive data, audience research efforts, and integrated cycles of evaluation
for all areas, we have expanded the relevance and quality of our pro-
grams. In further support of programming, and in partnership with the
Information Systems and Technology Department, we completed a
Museum-wide consolidation and implementation of certain information
systems, such as Tessitura, Artifax, and Volgistics. These tools will help
us better understand, track, and communicate with our audiences, while
improving our capacity to focus on engagement.

From intellectual explorations and performative innovations to
art-making discoveries, our extraordinary programs enticed audiences
of all ages and abilities to engage with our collection and exhibitions.
These inspiring experiences are rapidly becoming a hallmark of the
Metropolitan.

THE MET AS A PLACE FOR ARTISTS

The Museum has long been a source of inspiration for artists working in
a variety of disciplines and media. In fiscal year 2014 our programming

reflected the Metropolitan’s bolstered commitment to the artist’s role in
museums and society. For example, through our outstanding Met
Museum Presents programming, live-arts practitioners, such as musi-
cians and dancers, explored the galleries and developed site-specific
work, making the Museum a recognized venue for groundbreaking live
presentations. This year noted composer John Zorn celebrated his
sixtieth birthday with an unprecedented ten-hour, free-with-Museum-
admission performance presented in locations throughout the Metro-
politan. Building on the success of last year’s inaugural series of opera
productions at the Museum, we presented adventurous new stagings,
including three site-specific commissions for the Emma and Georgina
Bloomberg Arms and Armor Court, the Medieval Sculpture Hall, and
The Temple of Dendur in The Sackler Wing.

Visual artists also played a significant role in shaping the Museum
experience. Originating in 1971, Sunday at the Met events continued to
engross audiences this year, featuring an array of artists who highlighted
connections between special exhibitions, historical work, and their own
contemporary practices. For instance, Imran Qureshi shared insight into
his 2013 Roof Garden Commission and reflected on the impact paint-
ing traditions have had on his work. In conjunction with the exhibition,
“Ink Art: Past as Present in Contemporary China,” artist Qiu Zhijie
gave a personal account of the perils and promise of pursuing art in a
changing China. Ceramist Michelle Erickson, in connection with
“Making Pottery Art: The Robert A. Ellison Jr. Collection of French
Ceramics (ca. 1880-1910),” traced a history of ceramics by demonstrat-
ing specific techniques.

Artist demonstrations are another way we are fostering curiosity and
deepening visitor understanding of artists and art-making. We offered
four demonstrations focused separately on textiles, calligraphy, sculpture,
and bookmaking. Each session included opportunities for the public to
handle materials, create art, and interact with artists. For example, we
hosted Chinese artist Wang Dongling, whose large-scale calligraphy was
featured in the “Ink Art” exhibition. Over 600 adults and children
experimented with calligraphic brushstrokes using traditional materials
as well as digital tools. Visitors remarked that, after taking part in the
program, they were more inclined to spend extra time looking closely at
art, to make art themselves, and to learn more about processes, tech-
niques, and artists.

This past year we also sought to learn how creative practitioners per-
ceive and use the Metropolitan. We surveyed and interviewed 163 artists
who work in various disciplines, both locally and nationally. Based on
the Museum’s noted Scholars’ Days, we experimented with an Artists’
Study Day, during which over fifty artists and Museum staff discussed
the role of the Metropolitan in artistic practice and everyday life. We
learned that many artists view the Museum as a creative ally and an
inexhaustible source of visual inspiration.

Putting our newly gleaned data about artists and the Metropolitan
into action, we partnered with the Department of European Sculpture
and Decorative Arts and the Design Department to invite a range of
New York City—based designers to a conversation series and another
Artists’ Study Day. The focus of the series was to help us understand
their ideas and professional insight and its possible influence on the
reinstallation of the British decorative arts collection. The 2013-14
Samuel H. Kress Foundation Interpretive Fellow played a central role in
this multifaceted project, which focused on an interdisciplinary reinter-
pretation of works of art.

PILOTING NEW MODELS

This year we continued to implement and experiment with new models,
varied presentation platforms, and diverse engagement approaches.
Building on the success of last year’s first-ever, yearlong performing-
artist residency, we invited Alarm Will Sound, a composer-performer
artist collective, to participate in a twelve-month residency at the
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Metropolitan. In four public programs, a pop-up concert, and other
interactions with audiences, these groundbreaking artists connected the
collection and our visitors in innovative ways. Highlights included an
evening of music in the Grace Rainey Rodgers Auditorium by composer
Steve Reich, including the New York premiere of his work Radio
Rewrite; a music and dance collaboration with choreographer John
Heginbotham and his company in The Charles Engelhard Court in
‘The American Wing; and 7 Was Here I Was I, during which Alarm Will
Sound animated The Temple of Dendur in The Sackler Wing with
music, spoken word, and song. Their busy year also encompassed a
workshop on graphic notation; a sound and art workshop for families;
gallery talks for visitors by ensemble members; a Friday evening drop-in
drawing and music workshop; and a collaborative performance with
musicians with visual impairments from the Filomen M. D’Agostino
Greenberg Music School at Lighthouse International, New York.

We also offered multisensory and multidisciplinary programs for our
major exhibitions, which connected a wide range of visitors with our
collection. For instance, in conjunction with “Interwoven Globe: The
Worldwide Textile Trade, 1500—-1800,” visitors participated in interac-
tive and creative programs, such as exhibition tours with designers, a
multisession studio workshop for adults, an evening of artist demonstra-
tions and workshops, and a weaving demonstration and workshop
during the {Fiesta! Celebrate Latin America/ Celebren América Latina
festival. Participants experienced relevant and varied points of entry to
the exhibitions, saw art in new ways, and felt moved to create and/or
learn more.

We tested and developed new ways to support caregivers and those
living with dementia. To this end, the Metropolitan piloted a collabora-
tion with the international organization ARTZ, with Merck, a leading
research-driven healthcare company, and with our ongoing partner Arts
and Minds, a nonprofit organization committed to improving quality of
life for people living with Alzheimer’s disease and other dementias. Over
several weeks, volunteers from Merck brought individuals with dementia
to the Museum and participated in a training program to help them
facilitate experiences with art and museums. ARTZ pioneered the pro-
gram in France and, with Arts and Minds, approached the Metropolitan
to implement this model in the United States.

Frequent Museum visitors and new participants alike experienced
Friday Evening Gallery Events, experimenting with games, short thematic
tours, performances, and other activities that fostered connections
between people, art, and life. Sixty-four percent of those attending fall’s
Beer and Wine Tour were new participants, and the Valentine’s Day
Meet Your Match event thoroughly captivated visitors as they searched
for their artwork “match.”

We further fueled the creative impulse in teens by converting our
Teen Experiments programs from multisession studio courses to fewer,
more intensive three-hour Saturday workshops. We reached out to more
teenagers who did not self-identify as artists, and as a result attendance
increased significantly.

In the social-media realm, we presented the Museum’s inaugural
“Tweet Up” for educators, highlighting the Arms and Armor collection.
During a behind-the-scenes talk hosted by Conservator Edward A.
Hunter, educators attending the event in person posted on the social
media network Twitter while those off-site joined the conversation using
the event hashtag. We recorded more than 900 points of engagement
by activating this new programming platform.

As part of our ongoing efforts to engage more international educators,
we hosted the Museum’s first two Google+ Hangouts on Air (HOA)
for teachers, reaching over 2,500 individuals in forty-nine countries, in
collaboration with the Museum of Modern Art in New York, the Art
Institute of Chicago, the J. Paul Getty Museum in Los Angeles, the
National Gallery of Art in Washington, D.C., and other partners. These
interactive online programs emphasized the exploration of resources as
well as the critical use of speaking and listening skills, a key aspect of
both Common Core State Standards and Twenty-first Century Learning.

THE MET AS A TRAINING GROUND

Year after year, the Metropolitan serves as a site for the critical exchange
of ideas among scholars, students, colleagues, and other professionals

exploring or entering the field of art and museums. We hosted forty-six
scholars—more than half of whom were from countries outside the
United States, including Iraq, Slovakia, Australia, Japan, and Hungary—
for research and training opportunities at the Museum in their areas of
expertise. We also offered these doctoral and postdoctoral fellows a new
series of professional-development opportunities to improve their public
speaking, interviewing, and résumé-writing skills. Attendance at the
annual Fellows Colloquia increased by over thirty percent as a result of a
new thematic format that encouraged discourse across historical, geo-
graphic, and disciplinary divides, and engendered collaborative research
among fellows in various departments. Our international professional
staff exchange program flourished, with six peers from the State
Hermitage Museum in Moscow, the Moscow Kremlin Museums, the
Victoria and Albert Museum in London, and the Staatliche Museen zu
Berlin conducting research at the Metropolitan. In turn, Museum staff
members traveled to these institutions and the American Academy in
Rome to perform their own research.

Six Scholars’ Day workshops drew together curators, academics,
museum educators, and advanced graduate students to facilitate moder-
ated discussion and to support exchange of the newest research related to
exhibitions and special topics. For example, a workshop convened par-
ticipants from across North America in conjunction with the exhibition,
“The Flowering of Edo Period Painting: Japanese Masterworks from the
Feinberg Collection,” and was copresented with Harvard University.

We continued to support young people and emerging scholars in their
quest to carve out career paths and gain seminal professional experience.
This year we designed a new learning opportunity focused on diverse
professional fields and on teaching to the public for the 357 college- and
graduate-level interns. To further help teens prepare for college, work
life, and success in a challenging and global marketplace, we hosted
more than seventy-five high school students in Museum internships.

Additionally, students from Parsons The New School for Design took
an experimental course, co-taught by the Education Department, the
Digital Media Department, and Parsons faculty, designed to employ new
technologies to address Museum accessibility for visitors with disabilities.
The students consulted with leading assistive technology experts and
advisers with disabilities to conceive of and produce prototypes created
to diminish barriers to art on-site and online. The course represented
an example of the Metropolitan’s commitment to training the next gen-
eration of museum professionals and an opportunity to forge relation-
ships with colleagues who can further assist us in pioneering solutions
in this field.

K-12 educators play a key role in our engagement with school com-
munities. This year more than seventy programs served over 6,180
educators (a fifty-four percent increase over the 4,021 last year) from
fifty-nine countries. Ninety-four percent of the teachers who attended
a workshop during the 2013 calendar year indicated that they plan
to incorporate works of art in their classrooms. To enable teachers to
quickly locate and access relevant curriculum materials on the Museum’s
website, we launched the Find an Educator Resource feature, which
includes options to search by grade, subject, collection area, and theme.

The Museum received a $622,698 grant from the Brooke Astor Fund
for New York City Education in The New York Community Trust to
establish over three years a professional learning community of forty-five
New York City Title I and District 75 public school teachers. A new
grant-funded fellowship, working under the leadership of the School
and Teacher Programs division in Education, was developed to imple-
ment this initiative.

‘The Metropolitan is also a central site for creative learning. This year
we showcased the work of program participants in three popular
installations in the Ruth and Harold D. Uris Center for Education. One
featured drawings produced in our monthly Seeing Through Drawing
class for those with little or no vision, challenging perceptions about the
ways in which people with visual impairments can engage with and
create works of visual art. We again mounted “P.S. Art: Celebrating the
Creative Spirit of New York City Kids,” an annual exhibition of work
by talented student artists from the City’s public schools. This long-
standing collaboration among the Museum, the New York City Depart-
ment of Education, the Fund for Public Schools, and Studio in a School
represents seven years of partnership.



THE MET AS A GLOBAL HUB

Programming continued to bolster the Metropolitan’s position as a
nexus for broadening conversations about global topics and issues rele-
vant to local, national, and international audiences. Met Museum
Presents produced TEDxMet, an independently organized TED
(Technology, Entertainment, Design) event where high-profile guests,
revolutionary thinkers, Museum curators, and artistic pioneers con-
verged for a daylong program of significant intellectual talks and perfor-
mances on the topic of Icons. With over 5,000 viewers tuned in to the
sold-out events live stream during the day and more than 3.6 million
viewers who watched subsequently, TEDxMet proved to be a successful
way to engage audiences globally.

As part of the Sunday at the Met series, a presentation entitled “Art in
Crisis: Mali” connected art with relevant global, political, and cultural
issues. The program focused further public awareness on the regional
crisis in Africa and its impact on cultural heritage and was supported by
a first-hand account from anthropologist Kassim Kone.

Education and Concerts & Lectures also connect the breadth of our
collection with the cultural richness of our local New York City—area
community. Partnerships, targeted outreach, and accessible program-
ming create points of entry for diverse audiences. This year a record
number of visitors created art, experienced exciting performances, and
explored artworks in our galleries during a family day in conjunction
with the exhibition “Silla: Korea’s Golden Kingdom,” and three cultural
festivals—Fiesta!, Lunar New Year, and Stories and Art of the American
West—which were inspired by several Museum exhibitions. An expanded
collaboration with Cool Culture—a Brooklyn-based organization that
helps low-income families enjoy New York City’s cultural institutions—
enabled us to introduce those with young children to the Metropolitan
through festivals and our bimonthly Sunday Studio programs. In fact,
more families from the outer boroughs participated in our festivals in
fiscal year 2014 than in years past: forty-three percent of participants in
the Lunar New Year Festival traveled from the outer boroughs and a
record fifty-nine percent came for the Stories and Art of the American
West event. To further help families with children engage with works of
art on their own, we created a new family guide, Journey to a Chinese
Garden Court, which introduces young people to the theme of nature
in East Asian art as they explore the Astor Chinese Garden Court, a
popular visitor destination.

A major grant from the Doris Duke Charitable Trust strengthens the
Metropolitan’s ability to promote understanding of contemporary
Muslim culture and foster awareness of its diversity and history using
the collection as a core resource. We produced the first in a series of

programs to take place over the next three years, which will include music
and conversations in the galleries, dialogues with renowned authors,
groundbreaking performances, traditional dance, and artist demonstra-
tions. Organized in collaboration with New York City—based Poets House
and City Lore, we presented Love Speaks: A Day of Art and Poetry from
the Muslim World. Visitors of all ages celebrated Mother’s Day through
the theme of love, inspired by objects on view in the New Galleries for
the Art of the Arab Lands, Turkey, Iran, Central Asia, and Later South
Asia. Participants wrote their own love poetry inspired by works of art,
experienced an immersive poetry and music performance, watched an
artist create traditional Arabic calligraphy, and made letter forms and
simple books. A Sunday at the Met event featured poets Meena Alexander,
Kazim Ali, and Marie Howe, and Urdu poetry scholar Frances W. Pritchett.

‘The Metropolitan serves increasingly as a hub for young people,
on-site and online. Our weekly programs brought together tweens and
teens from throughout the City’s five boroughs to explore art and cul-
ture spanning time and geography. Thanks to additional outreach and
shifts in scheduling and programming, participation grew by forty per-
cent—from 1,599 to 2,236 youths, of which approximately half were
age eleven to fourteen years. The Teen Blog also serves as a hub for short
posts about art and the Museum written by teens for their peers. This
year we moved it from the website’s “Learn: For Teens” page to the
Museum’s blog section, where it has experienced more than 37,000
views by readers in over six countries.

Conclusion

In fiscal year 2014 we fortified our foundation for developing programs
for wider and more varied audiences with new approaches and contin-
ued partnerships to maximize innovation and reach. As a result of the
strategies we have adopted in the last few years, we successfully produced
programs that could only happen at the Metropolitan. The programs
distinctly connected participants with our unique collection and exhibi-
tions, offered multiple points of entry and modes of experience, empha-
sized creativity as a core part of engagement, and drew upon the social
nature of the Museum environment. By extending and strengthening
public engagement locally, nationally, and internationally through addi-
tional and deeper partnerships, we will be able to bolster meaningful
relationships with our audiences and connect them with cultures across
time and geography. With the arrival of Sandra Jackson-Dumont, the
new Frederick P. and Sandra P. Rose Chairman for Education, we look
forward to taking these efforts to the next level as we reaffirm our com-
mitment to the One Met. Many Worlds. vision.
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Internships, Fellowships, and
Professional Travel Grants

In 2013-14 fifty college- and graduate-level students received internships
through the Museum’s paid internship program. This program is an
active training ground where individuals gain new skills, knowledge,
and competencies that bridge the gap between formal education and
practical work experience. The Museum also awarded fellowships to
forty-six doctoral-level students and senior scholars for primarily one-
year periods. The fellowships enable scholars from all over the world to
research aspects of the Museum’s collection and share their findings and
ideas with each other and with the academic community. In addition,
professional travel grants were awarded to members of the Museum’s
staff for research and study in the United States and abroad.

In fiscal year 2014 the Museum continued the execution of strate-

great pride in and commitment to accessibility and excellence. The
year ended with a modest operating deficit and $275 million in
growth of the Museum’s net assets. This growth was the result of
excellent investment returns, robust attendance figures, and continu-
ing strong support from donors.

‘The sections below provide a more detailed discussion of the
Museum’s financial results for fiscal year 2014. As this report highlights,
the Museum continues to find new ways to entice visitors with expe-
riences that both exceed expectations and become cherished memo-
ries. Increasing accessibility and enhancing the Museum’s online
presence and digital offerings in the galleries are ways in which the
Museum facilitates such positive outcomes. The Museum can only
accomplish these bold moves as a result of the work of its Trustees,
its staff, its volunteers, and the generous support of its members,
donors, and the City of New York.

Operating Results

The Metropolitan Museum of Art had a modest operating deficit
of $3.5 million in fiscal year 2014. The year was filled with pro-
gramming and publications that were academically superlative and
for which the Museum received some of its most glowing reviews.

Fiscal year 2014 total operating revenue, support, and transfers
were $262.5 million, an increase of $14.3 million or 5.8 percent
over fiscal year 2013. Higher earned revenue was partially offset by
higher compensation costs and by higher exhibition, legal, recruiting,
depreciation, and other general operating costs (partially matched
by higher funding).

Earned revenue in fiscal year 2014 was $96.0 million (with
auxiliaries net), $2.1 million or 2.2 percent over fiscal year 2013.
Continuing its strong support for the Museum in fiscal year 2014,
Membership income reached nearly $28.7 million, a slight $0.7 mil-
lion decrease over fiscal year 2013. Total admissions revenue reached
$37.9 million while maintaining a visitor level of 6.2 million. Net
income from auxiliary activities decreased by $1.7 million year-over-
year. Merchandising, which makes up the bulk of the Museum’s
auxiliary activities, was affected by a change in senior management,
a reassessment of its business model, and the resulting restructuring
of some elements of the operation.

Support from the Museum’s general operating endowment was
$76.2 million, an increase of $2.0 million or 2.7 percent from fiscal
year 2013.

From a fundraising perspective, through the combined efforts
of Trustees, executive leadership, curators, and Development and
Membership staff, the Museum secured over $186 million in philan-
thropic gifts, membership dues, and governmental support during
fiscal year 2014. It is important to note that during this period the

Museum received an additional $18.1 million in support of the
acquisition of specific works of art.

Government funding is a critical source of support for the
Museum’s operating and capital needs. In fiscal year 2014, the
Museum received more than $25 million in total funding from
the City of New York for operating support and energy costs; City
funding remains vital to the daily operation of the Museum. An
appropriation of $4.5 million in capital funding was made by the
New York City Council and Manhattan Borough President Gale
Brewer for the Museum’s multiyear infrastructure improvements
and upgrade efforts, along with a special grant of nearly $800,000
from the City for energy efliciency upgrades. This is the ninth con-
secutive year in which the City has allocated funding for infra-
structure initiatives as part of The Fund for the Met. At the State
level, the Museum received a grant of $123,000 for infrastructure
improvements. In addition, the New York State Council on the Arts
renewed its commitment to operating support and to Concerts &
Lectures programming, and the New York State Library renewed
its support of book conservation. On the federal level, assistance
continues from the National Endowment for the Arts, which
awarded the Museum $85,000 in support of the exhibition “Lost
Kingdoms: Hindu-Buddhist Sculpture of Early Southeast Asia,
5th to 8th Century.”

Capital Expenditures

Capital construction and building-related expenditures amounted

to $56.7 million in fiscal year 2014. Driving this cost were expenses
related to the new David H. Koch Plaza on Fifth Avenue, the renova-
tion of The Costume Institute’s Anna Wintour Costume Center, and
several other infrastructure projects. The Museum continued to
focus on its capital needs and possibilities in the long term for the
development of its buildings. This effort was led by Beyer Blinder

Belle Architects & Planners LLP who were commissioned to create a
long-term feasibility study, the results of which became available in
fiscal year 2014.

In tandem with physical improvements, the Museum remains
focused on technology and digital media initiatives including the
management, production, and delivery of digital media content for
a variety of audiences, both online and in the galleries. As the
Museum makes rapid advances in digital expansion and outreach,
the support of donors is absolutely vital. Bloomberg Philanthropies
generously supported the development of the Museum’s digital plat-
forms including a new Met App and online permanent collection
features, and the Sherman Fairchild Foundation, Inc., pledged funds
for the construction of a center for the Digital Media Department
and for website infrastructure, among other initiatives. Investment
in core information technology and systems also continued. In fiscal
year 2014 there was a complete overhaul of the Museum’s financial,
payroll, and human resource systems, and advancement in the con-
solidation of constituent systems.

Statement of Financial Position

The Museum’s gross assets totaled $3.7 billion at June 30, 2014. The
long-term investment portfolio, which accounts for the bulk of the
Museum’s assets, totaled $3.0 billion at June 30, 2014. For the fiscal
year ending June 30, 2014, the Museun’s long-term investment port-
folio returned a positive 15.1 percent, before spending and gifts.
Liabilities decreased by $16.3 million or 3.5 percent, primarily due
to loan amortization.

Looking Forward

Led by Director and Chief Executive Officer Thomas P. Campbell,
and with constant support from President Emily Kernan Rafferty,
Trustees, staff, volunteers, members, and donors, the Metropolitan
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Museum continues to build on its long tradition of excellence
while taking on exciting new initiatives. A fierce commitment to
access continues to be a defining characteristic of our institution.

In developing the Museum’s financial plan for the coming year,
the goal has been to maintain these priorities while balancing strate-
gic investment and fiscal discipline with innovations occurring
across the Museum. Such objectives require careful resource manage-
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ment, the drive for change, and the incorporation of strategies that
recognize that the global economy has not yet fully stabilized.

As fiscal year 2015 and beyond are contemplated, the Museum’s
financial strength, coupled with the stewardship provided by the
Director and the President and their exceedingly high standards,
ensures that the Museum will continue to thrive and deliver on its
commitment to local, domestic, and international audiences.

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INDEPENDENT AUDITOR’S REPORT

To the Board of Trustees of The Metropolitan Museum of Art:

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of The Metropolitan Museum of Art (“the Museum”), which comprise the balance sheet as of
June 30, 2014, and the related statements of activities and changes in net assets and cash flows for the year then ended.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in accordance with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America; this includes the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and
fair presentation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Auditor’s Responsibility

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on the financial statements based on our audit. We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards
generally accepted in the United States of America. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatement.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected
depend on our judgment, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In
making those risk assessments, we consider internal control relevant to the Museum’s preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in order
to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Museum’s
internal control. Accordingly, we express no such opinion. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the rea-
sonableness of significant accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements. We believe
that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinion.

Opinion

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the financial position of The Metropolitan Museum of Art
at June 30, 2014, and the changes in its net assets and its cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted
in the United States of America.

Other Matter

We have previously audited The Metropolitan Museum of Art’s 2013 financial statements, and we expressed an unmodified audit opinion on those audited
financial statements in our report dated November 7, 2013. In our opinion, the summarized comparative information presented herein as of and for the
year ended June 30, 2013, is consistent, in all material respects, with the audited financial statements from which it has been derived.

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Notes to Financial Statements

A. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of Presentation - The Museum classifies all financial transactions into three net asset categories in accordance with applicable donor-imposed
restrictions: permanently restricted, temporarily restricted, and unrestricted.

* Permanently restricted net assets have donor-imposed restrictions that stipulate that the corpus of the gifts be maintained in perpetuity, but permit
the Museum to expend net income and gains earned on contributed assets for either specified or unspecified purposes (also, see Note P).

 Temporarily restricted net assets carry donor-imposed restrictions on the expenditure of the contributed assets. Temporary restrictions may expire
with the passage of time, as a result of actions taken by the Museum that fulfill donors’ restrictions, or as a result of expenditures incurred that could
have been charged to temporarily restricted assets. When temporarily restricted net assets are released from restrictions, they are transferred to
unrestricted net assets and shown as “Net assets released from donor restrictions” in the Statements of Activities. Transfers from temporarily restricted
to unrestricted net assets occur even if the contributions are received and spent within the same year. In addition, earnings on certain donor-restricted
endowment funds are classified as temporarily restricted, pursuant to the New York Prudent Management of Institutional Funds Act (NYPMIFA)
until appropriated for expenditure by the Board of Trustees (also, see Note P).

e Unrestricted net assets are not restricted by donors. A portion of the unrestricted net assets is designated by the Museum for specific purposes, including
long-term investment, leasehold improvements, and various curatorial activities.

Measure of Operations - The Museum includes in its measure of operations all revenue and expenses that are integral to its programs and supporting
activities, net assets released from donor restrictions to support operating expenditures, and transfers from Board-designated and other non-operating
funds to support current operating activities. The measure of operations includes support for operating activities from both restricted net assets and
unrestricted net assets designated for long-term investment (the donor-restricted and quasi-endowment) according to the Museum’s spending policy,
which is detailed in Note G. The measure of operations excludes endowment support for non-operating and restricted operating activities; investment
return in excess of (less than) amounts made available for current support; additions to restricted and designated net assets; pension-related changes
other than net periodic pension cost (“NPPC”); changes in net assets of split-interest agreements, after providing for any operating revenue or support;
changes in net assets pertaining to acquisition and deaccession of collection items, and related insurance settlements; fees received for art-lending
activities; depreciation of capital expenditures, except for those related to auxiliary activities and acquired computer systems and equipment; gains/losses
on disposal or sale of fixed assets; non-capitalized expenditures; liability recognition for legal obligations to perform asset retirement activity; the entire
effect of interest rate swaps; interest income relating to the Debt Service Fund, which pertains to the Dormitory Authority loan agreements (see Note
K); and certain miscellaneous charges and revenue unrelated to operating activities.

Collections - The Museum’s collections comprise nearly two million works of art from ancient, medieval, and modern times, and from all areas of the
world. They offer a survey of considerable breadth of art from the ancient civilizations of Asia, Africa, South America, the Pacific Islands, Egypt, the
Near East, and Greece and Rome to the present time. The Museum’s collections include European paintings, medieval art and architecture, arms and
armor, prints, photographs, drawings, costumes, musical instruments, sculpture, textiles, and decorative arts from the Renaissance to the present time
as well as one of the foremost collections of American art in the world. The Museum also maintains some of the most comprehensive art and architec-
ture libraries in the United States. The collections are maintained for public exhibition, education, and research in furtherance of public service, rather
than for financial gain.

In conformity with accounting policies generally followed by art museums, the value of the Museum’s collections has been excluded from the
Balance Sheet, and gifts of art objects are excluded from revenue in the Statements of Activities. Purchases of art objects by the Museum are recorded
as decreases in net assets in the Statements of Activities. Pursuant to state law and Museum policy, proceeds from the sale of art and related insurance
settlements are recorded as temporarily restricted net assets for the acquisition of art.

Cash - This represents operating cash balances.

Cash Equivalents - The Museum considers all highly liquid investments with a maturity of three months or less from the time of purchase to be cash or
cash equivalents. Cash equivalents are recorded at cost plus accrued interest which approximates fair value. Such amounts are included in the short-term
investments category. Additional information on cash receipts and payments is presented on the Statements of Cash Flows.

Merchandise Inventories, net - Merchandise inventories are valued at the lower of cost or market value. Cost is determined using the average unit cost
method of accounting. The Museum annually reviews the value of the items in its inventory for obsolescence. In fiscal year 2014 the amount of
inventory written down due to obsolescence was $0.09 million.

Investments - Investments in short-term instruments, fixed income securities, and equity securities are valued at the last sale price on the principal exchange,
and in the absence thereof, such securities are valued at the closing bid quotation for long positions and at the closing ask quotation for short positions.

The fair value of investments in equity funds, fixed income funds, hedge funds, private equity and real assets are determined based on the net asset
values provided by the external investment managers of the underlying funds. Certain of these investments, particularly those investing in private equity
and real estate, hold investments in non-marketable securities for which there are no readily obtainable values. Values for these investments are provided
by the investment manager and may be based on appraisals, obtainable prices for similar assets, or other estimates. The assumptions and methods used
to arrive at these valuations are reviewed by the Museum’s Investment Office. Due to the inherent uncertainty of valuations, the estimated fair values
may differ significantly from the values that would have been used had a ready market for such investments existed or had such investments been
liquidated, and those differences could be material.

Purchase and sale of short-term instruments, fixed income, and equity securities are reflected on a trade date basis. Gains and losses on the sale of
securities are based on the difference between the sale price and average historical cost basis, where such basis represents the cost of securities purchased
or the fair value at the date of receipt for securities received by donation. Interest income is recorded on an accrual basis and dividend income is
recorded on the ex-dividend date. Investments denominated in foreign currency are translated at the year-end spot rate.

Derivative Instruments - The Museum records derivative instruments (e.g., Futures and Foreign Currency Contracts) at fair value in accordance with
Derivatives and Hedges Accounting and Fair Value Accounting guidances. The change in fair value during the reporting period is recognized in the
investment return in excess of (less than) current support.

Fixed Assets - The building occupied by the Museum on Fifth Avenue is owned by the City of New York (“the City”) and is leased free of charge to the
Museum pursuant to a capital lease. The value of the original building is not included on the Balance Sheet since it is fully depreciated. Certain building
and gallery improvements are paid for by the City and are included in fixed assets. Contributions from the City for assets that are not fully depreciated
are reflected in temporarily restricted net assets. The Museum has adopted a policy of implying a time restriction that expires over the useful life of
long-lived assets acquired or constructed with contributions restricted for that purpose.
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Building and leasehold improvements are capitalized and reported as fixed assets. The Cloisters in Fort Tryon Park and other buildings that are the
property of the Museum are included as fixed assets and are stated at cost. Amortization of leasehold improvements of the Fifth Avenue building and
depreciation of buildings, improvements, and equipment are computed on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful lives of the assets. Amortization
of leasehold improvements related to auxiliary activities is computed on a straight-line basis over the shorter of the remaining term of the lease or
estimated useful lives of the assets.

Long-lived assets such as fixed assets are reviewed for impairment when events or circumstances indicate that their carrying value may not be
recoverable.

Deferred Income - Membership dues received from individuals and corporations pertaining to all membership categories are recognized as revenue upon
receipt for the portion of the dues that are considered a contribution to the Museum, while the portion of the dues that relates to the service the
Museum will provide the member is recognized as revenue ratably over the term of the membership period, up to 24 months. Amounts not yet earned
by the end of the fiscal year are reported as deferred income.

Contributions, Contributed Utilities, and Support - Contributions, including cash, in-kind contributions, and unconditional promises to give (pledges),
are recorded as revenue in the period in which they are received. Conditional contributions are recognized as revenue when the conditions on which
they depend have been substantially met. Contributions are recorded at fair value, and in the case of pledges, net of estimated uncollectible amounts,
and discounted if due in over one year.

Several utility costs of the Museum are paid for by the City. The value of such costs is reported as revenue and a corresponding amount is included
as an expense in the Statements of Activities. The City also provides funds for guardianship and maintenance, including reimbursement for salaries,
Social Security, and pension contributions.

The Museum has volunteers who provide administrative assistance in various areas of the Museum. Such contributed services do not meet the criteria
for recognition of contributed services contained in generally accepted accounting principles and, accordingly, are not reflected in the accompanying
financial statements.

Functional Allocation of Expenses - The costs of providing Museum programs and supporting services are shown in Note L. Programs include curatorial
activities, conservation and exhibition, education, libraries, public services, and auxiliary activities. Curatorial costs include gallery maintenance and
renovation, collections care and maintenance, scholarly research and publications, and special exhibitions. Supporting services include fundraising and
management and general administrative costs. Fundraising costs include expenses associated with individual and corporate memberships, annual
appeals, benefit events, capital campaign, and other fundraising efforts. Management and general administrative costs include expenses for executive
management, financial administration, information systems, human resources, legal services, and investment management fees. Depreciation, interest,
utilities, building maintenance, security, and other operating costs are allocated to the above program areas and supporting services. Such expenses are
allocated based upon various methodologies including square footage and security guard posts.

Advertising - Advertising expenses pertaining to merchandising activities, mostly attributable to the production and distribution of catalogues,
amounted to $6.3 and $6.1 million in fiscal years 2014 and 2013, respectively. Other advertising expenses incurred primarily in support of special
exhibitions, the permanent collection, and concerts and lectures totaled $3.4 million in both fiscal years 2014 and 2013. All advertising is expensed as
incurred.

Interest Expense - Interest on borrowings applicable to major construction projects in progtess is capitalized and depreciated. Total interest expense,
including commitment fees, during fiscal years 2014 and 2013 was $4.9 and $5.2 million, respectively, of which $4.0 and $4.1 million, respectively,
related to the amounts paid under the interest rate swap agreements. Interest not capitalized is charged to operating expenses or, if related to the swap
agreements, to non-operating activities. The amount of interest capitalized during fiscal years 2014 and 2013 was $0.1 and $0.2 million respectively
Income Tax Status - The Museum is a nonprofit organization exempt from income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Estimates - The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires management to make estimates
and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and the disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial
statements and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Prior Year Comparisons and Reclassifications - The Museum has included both current and prior year financial data in its financial statements. To facilitate
the comparison on the Statements of Activities, the Museum has chosen to present the prior year information in summary form, without segregation of
the data by net asset values. As a result, that particular historical information is not presented in compliance with generally accepted accounting
principles. It should therefore be reviewed in conjunction with the more detailed information set forth in the audited financial statements for fiscal year
2013, the source from which the summary information was derived.

Subsequent Events - The Museum performed an evaluation of subsequent events through November 13, 2014, which is the date the financial statements
were issued. The Museum has determined that all events or transactions, including open item estimates, required to be recognized in accordance with
generally accepted accounting principles, are included in the financial statements.

New Accounting Pronouncements - The Museum adopted new accounting guidance from the Financial Accounting Standards Board for the year ended
June 30, 2014, which requires that proceeds from donated securities that are immediately converted to cash be classified in the Statements of Cash Flows
as if they were cash contributions received. Such donated securities with no donor-imposed long-term restrictions are to be included in the cash flows
from operating activities, while donated securities with donor-imposed long-term restrictions should be included in the cash flows from financing
activities. The guidance became effective for the year ending June 30, 2014, with retrospective adoption being permissible. The Museum retrospectively
applied the guidance to the June 30, 2013, statements of cash flows. As a result of the retrospective adoption, the Museum’s 2013 statements of cash
fows is reflective of an increase to Operating Activities of $4,009, a decrease to Investing Activities of $36,929 and an increase of Financing Activities of
$32,920 from the values previously reported. There is no impact to the Balance Sheet or the Statements of Activities from this new guidance.

G. INVESTMENTS

The total cost of the investment portfolio was $2,539 million and $2,448 million as of June 30, 2014 and 2013, respectively.

At June 30, 2014, the Museum had approximately $400.8 million in unfunded capital commitments primarily to private equity and real asset funds.

The Museum aims to maintain a diversified portfolio of investments that is designed to provide a stream of earnings for current use , while maintain-
ing the purchasing power of assets in perpetuity. Investment objectives and policies are established by the Museum’s Trustee Investment Committee and
are undertaken in partnership with external investment managers.

Certain of the Museum’s investment managers incorporate the use of financial instruments with off-balance sheet risk as part of their investment
strategies primarily to hedge against equity, currency, or interest rate risk.

Market risk represents the potential loss in value of financial instruments caused by movements in market factors including, but not limited to,
market liquidity, investor sentiment, and foreign exchange rates. The Museum’s investment portfolio consists of a number of relatively illiquid or thinly
traded investments having a greater amount of both market and credit risk. These investments may trade in limited markets or have restrictions on
resale or transfer and may not be able to be liquidated on demand if needed. Fair values assigned to these investments may differ significantly from the
fair values that would have been used had a ready market for the investments existed, and such differences could be material to the Museum’s financial
statements.

‘The Museum, at times, transacts in futures contracts and forward foreign currency contracts primarily for managing foreign exchange risk and
fluctuations in interest rates.

H. SpLiT INTEREST ARRANGEMENTS

Split interest arrangements consist of charitable remainder trusts, gift annuities, pooled income funds, and other trust assets. These funds are held in
trust for one or more beneficiaries and generally pay lifetime income to those beneficiaries, after which the principal is made available to the Museum in
accordance with donor intentions. The value of the charitable remainder trusts and other trust agreements, excluding new gifts and distributions,
increased by $3.4 million and $3.3 million in fiscal years 2014 and 2013, respectively. The discount rate applied to these funds was 1.2% to 3.2% over
the past five years.

Trust invested on behalf of others:
* In 1997, a perpetual trust of $3.6 million was transferred to the Museum to manage in its pooled investments. The Museum receives annual
endowment support from the trust and pays expenses on behalf of the trust.

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I. PENnsiON PLANS AND POSTRETIREMENT BENEFITS AND PAYMENTS

The following section briefly describes the Museum’s various pension and postretirement plans, with supporting data in the schedules below.

Defined benefit pension plan for union staff - The Museum has a qualified defined benefit pension plan for all union employees covered by a collective
bargaining agreement. Benefits under this plan are based on years of service and the employees’ final four years of compensation. Employees contribute
3% of their base earnings to this plan, which amounted to $0.9 million for both fiscal years 2014 and 2013.

Supplemental defined benefit pension plans for certain non-union staff - The Museum has a supplemental qualified and a supplemental non-qualified
defined benefit pension plan for certain non-union employees to provide future benefits at least equal to the benefits provided under a defined benefit
pension plan that was terminated. The projected benefit obligation and accumulated benefit obligation of the supplemental non-qualified defined
benefit plan, which is unfunded, were $0.9 million and $0.8 million, respectively, as of June 30, 2014, and $0.8 million and $0.7 million, respectively,
as of June 30, 2013.

Defined contribution plan for non-union staff (Basic Plan) - The Museum has a mandatory defined contribution pension plan for all non-union employees
other than temporary employees. Under this plan, participants are required to contribute 3% of their annual compensation as a condition of employ-
ment and the Museum contributes 8% of a participant’s base pay during the year. The Museum also contributes 5.7% of base pay earnings that exceed
the Social Security wage base during a calendar year. The cost of the defined contribution pension plan recognized in fiscal years 2014 and 2013 was
$10.8 million and $9.8 million, respectively.

Defined contribution matching plan for non-union staff (Matching Plan) - The Museum has a voluntary defined contribution matching pension plan for
all non-union employees other than temporary employees. Under the plan, non-union employees may voluntarily defer a portion of their annual
compensation on a pre-tax basis. The Museum will match contributions in an amount not to exceed 3% of compensation for eligible employees. There
is no minimum contribution under this plan.

Additional Retirement Contribution Plans (ARC) - The Museum has two plans that provide additional retirement contributions to certain non-union
Museum employees. The initial payments under these plans commenced in December 2008. The Museum intends to fund the contributions annually,
the amount of which is to be determined and approved by the Board annually. The cost of additional retirement contributions in 2013 was $3.9
million. Under the terms and conditions set forth by the Board, this plan expired in December 2012.

Defined contribution plan for union staff (Union Match Plan) - The Museum has a voluntary defined contribution plan for all union employees covered
by a collective bargaining agreement. The Museum contributes up to 3% of the participant’s salary based on a schedule. The cost of this plan in both
fiscal years 2014 and 2013 was $0.3 million.

Postretirement benefits - The Museum provides postretirement medical care benefit coverage to retired employees as outlined below.

* Non-union staff: Substantially all of the Museum’s non-union employees become eligible for certain benefits (prescription drugs and health
insurance subject to annual limits) when they reach age 55 and have 15 years of service to the Museum. The Museum made contributions to the
non-union’s postretirement medical care benefit plan of $1.2 million in both fiscal years 2014 and 2013.

* Union staff: The Museum’s union employees are eligible to participate in a New York City—sponsored postretirement benefit plan (EIN 13-1624086)
pursuant to a collective bargaining agreement between the Museum and Local 1503 of District Council 37 (member of AFSCME and AFL-CIO)
which expires June 30, 2014. The benefits provided to these employees include medical and surgical coverage as well as certain supplemental benefits
(dental, prescription drug, vision, and health insurance). The postretirement benefit obligation related to supplemental benefits is part of a multiem-
ployer plan and, as such, the Museum is not required to record a liability for these benefits. The postretirement benefit obligation for medical and
surgical coverage is not considered a part of a multiemployer plan and is, therefore, included as an obligation of the Museum. The Museum’s union
employees become eligible for postretirement benefits when they reach age 52 and have 10 years of service or age 62 with 5 years of service to the
Museum. The Museum made contributions to the postretirement medical care benefit plan in fiscal years 2014 and 2013 of $1.6 million and $1.7
million, respectively, which represent more than 5% of the plan expenses. The plan is not subject to a funding improvement plan.

* Pay for unused sick leave benefit: The Museum reimburses eligible employees for a portion of unused sick days if they meet certain age and service
requirements at termination. The Museum made payments in fiscal years 2014 and 2013 of $0.2 million and $0.3 million, respectively.

Funding policy - The Museum’s funding policy is to contribute annually an amount that meets or exceeds the minimum requirements of the Employee
Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA), using assumptions different from those used for financial reporting.

Selection of Assumptions - The selection of the discount rate assumption reflects a bond matching analysis to a portfolio of high-quality corpo-
rate bonds. The methodology for selecting the discount rate is to match each plan’s cash flow to that of a yield curve that provides the equivalent
yields on zero-coupon corporate bonds for each maturity. The discount rate for each plan is the single rate that produces the same present value
of cash flows. The expected return on the plans’ assets has been developed in consultation with external advisers, taking into account such factors
as long-term historical returns for equity and fixed income assets and long-term forecasts for inflation, and correlation of returns between asset
classes.

Investment strategies - Assets of the Museum’s defined benefit plans are invested in diversified portfolios that are designed to generate returns
sufficient to meet obligations to beneficiaries at acceptable levels of risk. Investment objectives and policies are established by the Museum’s
Trustee Investment Committee and are undertaken in partnership with external investment managers. The target allocation of the defined ben-
efit plan for union staff is 60% to equity securities and 40% to fixed income securities, and the target allocation of the defined benefit plan for
non-union staff is 40% to equity securities and 60% to fixed income securities. As of June 30, 2014, the assets of the defined benefit plan for
union staff were invested 58.9% and 41.1% in equity and fixed income securities, respectively, and the assets of the defined benefit plan for non-
union staff were invested 41.7% and 58.3% in equity and fixed income securities, respectively. As of June 30, 2013, the assets of the defined ben-
efit plan for union staff were invested 61.4% and 38.6% in equity and fixed income securities, respectively, and the assets of the defined benefit
plan for non-union staff were invested 43.5% and 56.5% in equity and fixed income securities, respectively.

Medjcare - In December 2003, the Medicare Prescription Drug, Improvement and Modernization Act of 2003 (“the Act”) was signed into law.
The Act introduced a prescription drug benefit under Medicare Part D as well as a federal subsidy to employers whose plans provide an actuarial
equivalent prescription drug benefit. The Museum has applied for the federal subsidy under the non-union staff postretirement plan. The present
value of federal subsidy payments reduced the accumulated postretirement benefit obligations at June 30, 2014 and June 30, 2013, by approxi-
mately $0.3 million and $0.6 million, respectively. The reduction in obligation attributable to the anticipated subsidy payments is being treated
as a gain.

J. NoTEs PAYABLE

At June 2014 the Museum had two credit facilities, with two commercial banks. At June 30, 2013, the Museum had four credit facilities with two
commercial banks. The largest credit facility is a revolving line of $150 million as of June 30, 2014, and $100 million as of June 30, 2013. The
Museum had borrowed $27.6 million as of June 30, 2014, and $40 million as of June 30, 2013 on this line. Any amount borrowed under the revolving
line of credit is payable in full on or before September 30, 2017. The borrowing bears interest at variable rates, and accrued interest is paid at loan
maturity. The total interest expense on bank borrowings amounted to $0.2 million and $0.3 million as of fiscal years 2014 and 2013, respectively. As of
June 30, 2014, the interest rate on the outstanding debt was .55%. Under the loan agreement, the Museum has covenanted to maintain a ratio of
Available Assets to General Liabilities, as defined, of not less than 2:1. The Museum was in compliance with this requirement at June 30, 2014 and
2013.

In addition to the revolving line of credit, the Museum has an additional line of credit totaling $15 million as of June 30, 2014, and three lines of
credit totaling $150 million in fiscal year 2013. No borrowings were outstanding at June 30, 2014 and 2013, under these facilities. Borrowings under
the lines of credit are payable on demand and bear interest at variable rates that are paid monthly. The Museum had letters of credit aggregating $4.2
million as of both June 30, 2014 and 2013, respectively, under a sublimit for one of the lines of credit.

K. Loans PayaBLE AND OTHER LONG-TERM LIABILITIES

Series 1993 Bonds:

In 1993, the Museum entered into two loan agreements with the Dormitory Authority of the State of New York (“the Authority”) to finance the
construction and equipping of certain of the Museum’s facilities and to defease existing indebtedness. Pursuant to these loan agreements, the Authority
issued Series 1993 Revenue Bonds consisting of $41.7 million Series 1993A Variable Interest Rate Bonds (“Series 1993A Bonds”), due serially to July 1,
2015, and $22.1 million Series 1993B Variable Interest Rate Bonds (“Series 1993B Bonds”), due by July 1, 2020. The Series 1993B Bonds are secured
by the Museum’s annual membership dues. The loan agreements require the Museum to maintain investments in certain defined securities having a
market value of at least 120% of the aggregate principal amount of the Museum’s outstanding short-term debt as defined in the agreements. Additionally,
the Museum must maintain a ratio of Available Assets to General Liabilities, as defined, of not less than 2:1. The Museum was in compliance with these
covenants at June 30, 2014 and 2013.

While the revenue bonds are not direct indebtedness of the Museum, the loan agreements with the Authority obligate the Museum to make payments
equal to the interest and mandatory redemption requirements of such bonds and are general obligations of the Museum. A liability equivalent to the
principal amount of the Authority’s outstanding revenue bonds, adjusted for fair value of future interest payments, is reflected in the Balance Sheet. In
1993, the Museum entered into a 22-year interest rate exchange agreement with Morgan Stanley Capital Services, Inc. (“Morgan Stanley”), that effectively
changes the Museum’s interest rate exposure on the Series 1993A Bonds to a fixed rate. The notional amount of the swap was set at $41.7 million and
amortizes according to a schedule that is similar to the mandatory redemption schedule of the Series 1993A Bonds. Under the terms of the interest rate
exchange agreement, Morgan Stanley pays to the Museum a variable rate consistent with the rate on the Series 1993A Bonds, and the Museum pays to
Morgan Stanley a fixed rate of 4.77% per annum.

At June 30, 2014 and 2013, $3.1 million and $2.9 million respectively, of investments were in the custody of a trustee in connection with the Series
1993A and B Bonds as a reserve for the payment of debt service each year.

Series 2006 Bonds:

On December 1, 2006, the Museum entered into a $130 million loan agreement with the Trust for Cultural Resources (“the Trust”), a public benefit
organization created by the State of New York. Pursuant to this loan agreement, the Trust issued bonds consisting of a $65 million series 2006 A-1 bond
issue and a $65 million series 2006 A-2 bond issue (collectively, “the Series 2006A Bonds”). The proceeds have and will be used for the financing of a
portion of the expansion, reconstruction, renovation, improvement, furnishing, and equipping of facilities operated, or to be operated, by the Museum,
portions of which have already been completed at the Museum’s principal location. In addition, certain administrative, legal, accounting, financing, and
other expenses incidental to the issuance of the bonds and related purposes were financed by these bonds.

Pursuant to the loan agreement, the Museum is required to pay, when due, the principal and interest on the Series 2006A Bonds. While the bonds
are not direct indebtedness of the Museum, the loan agreement and the obligation to make payments under the loan agreement are general obligations of
the Museum. No security interest in any revenues or assets of the Museum has been granted by the Museum to the Trust or any other party in connection
with the Series 2006A Bonds. The Series 2006A Bonds will mature on October 1, 2036. The variable rate demand bonds of $130 million are subject to
a weekly interest rate reset. In the event the Museum receives notice of any optional tender on its variable rate demand bonds, or if the bonds become
subject to mandatory tender, the purchase price will be paid from the remarketing of the bonds. The Museum has an additional $143.2 million confirmed
credit facility through April 2015. The purpose of this credit facility is to provide liquidity in the event of a tender of the Museum’s variable rate demand
bonds which cannot be remarketed. This facility cannot be used for any purpose other than in connection with an exercise of the tender right by the
bondholders. A commitment fee with a rate of .35% was associated with this credit facility. Fees of $0.5 million related to both fiscal years 2014 and
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2013, were paid. To date there have been no drawdowns of this facility. If the remarketing proceeds are insufficient, the Museum will have a current

obligation to purchase the bonds that were not remarketed successfully. The Museum may fund any such purchase, in any manner, including by

drawing upon the $143.2 million credit facility which would be repayable by April 2015.

In June 2006, the Museum entered into a forward-starting interest rate exchange agreement with Morgan Stanley, related to the Series 2006A
Bonds. Under the terms of the swap agreement, the Museum pays interest at a rate of 3.826% calculated on a notional amount of $100 million in
exchange for floating rate payments calculated on the same notional amount at 67% of one-month LIBOR until October 1, 2036, unless such

agreement is terminated earlier in accordance with its terms.

M. LEase COMMITMENTS

At June 30, 2014, the Museum is committed to minimum future rentals under noncancellable operating leases for the merchandising distribution
center and retail sales shops, which expire at various dates through January 2021. The rental payments will be charged against future revenues from sales
of books, reproductions of works of art, and similar reproductions sold through the Museum’s shops and mail-order system. Rent expense included in
merchandising activities relating to these operating leases amounted to $4.3 million and $4.4 million in fiscal years 2014 and 2013, respectively and
includes contingent rent based on sales. In addition, there are operating leases for storage, office space, equipment, and other items, which expire at
various dates through 2019. Rent expense relating to these operating leases amounted to $0.9 million in both fiscal years 2014 and 2013.

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N. Fair VALUE oF FiINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

In accordance with the authoritative guidance on fair value measurements and disclosures under Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, the
Museum discloses the fair value of its investments in a hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair value.

The hierarchy gives the highest priority to valuations based on unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1
measurements) and the lowest priority to valuations based on unobservable inputs that are significant to the valuation (Level 3 measurements). The
three levels of the fair value hierarchy under the guidance are as follows:

Level 1—Quoted market prices for identical instruments in active markets.

Level 2—Quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in active markets, quoted prices for identical or similar assets in markets that are not active,
observable inputs other than quoted prices, inputs derived principally from or corroborated by observable market data by correlation or other means.

Level 3—Valuation models in which significant inputs are unobservable or where there is little, if any, market activity.

The following methods and techniques were used to assign affected financial instruments to the appropriate levels:

Inputs are used in applying the various valuation techniques and broadly refer to the assumptions that market participants use to make valuation
decisions, including assumptions about risk. Inputs may include price information, volatility statistics, specific and broad credit data, liquidity statistics,
and other factors. An investments level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value
measurement. However, the determination of what constitutes “observable” requires significant judgment by management. Management considers
observable data to be that market data which is readily available, regularly distributed or updated, reliable and verifiable, not proprietary, provided by
multiple, independent sources that are actively involved in the relevant market. The categorization of an investment within the hierarchy is based upon
the pricing transparency of the investment and does not necessarily correspond to management’s perceived risk of that investment.

‘The Museum considers several factors in appropriately classifying the investment funds in the fair value hierarchy. An investment is generally
classified as Level 2 if the Museum has the ability to withdraw its investment from the investment fund at Net Asset Value (“NAV”) at the measurement
date. An investment is generally classified as Level 3 if the Museum does not have the ability to withdraw its investment from the invesment fund at
NAV, such as investments in closed-end funds, “side-pockets,” or funds with suspended withdrawals imposed (i.e., “gates”). If the Museum cannot
withdraw its investment from the investment fund at NAV because such investment is subject to “lock-up” (if the withdrawal period does not coincide
with the Museum’s measurement date) the Museum considers the length of time until the investment will become redeemable in determining whether
the fair value measurement of the investment should be classified as a Level 2 or Level 3.

Contributions Receivable are not carried at fair value on a recurring basis and are therefore excluded from the table below. Fair value, after allowances
for uncollectible pledges, was determined by discounting the expected future cash flows by an estimated fair market value rate at the date of the initial

pledge.

Investments

Investments consist of cash, cash equivalents, bonds, domestic equity, international equity (including emerging markets), long/short equity, Absolute
Return, Private Equity, and Real Asset investments. In general, the Investments Office of the Museum relies on its external investment managers to
provide valuations for the Museum’s portfolio on a monthly basis, and in the case of private investments, on a quarterly basis. The Investments Office
verifies these valuations in a number of ways, including but not limited to, assessing the valuation methodologies employed by each manager, reviewing
the footnotes related to valuation in audited financial statements, and evaluating the performance of each investment relative to comparable
benchmarks.

Level 1 assets include cash, cash equivalents, bonds, and equity securities actively traded on recognized exchanges both domestic and foreign. These
investments are freely tradable and are valued based on quoted prices from active markets.

Level 2 assets primarily consist of funds that invest in exchange traded equity, fixed income securities, and derivatives. The receipt of information
regarding underlying holdings generally is less frequent than assets classified as Level 1. Valuations are based on quoted prices or other significant
observable inputs. The Investments Office performs a number of procedures to support the reasonableness of the valuation of these investments.

Level 3 assets include equity funds and hedge funds where valuations are determined by quoted prices or other significant observable inputs and
consider subscription and redemption activity, gates, side-pocket investments, and lock-up provisions. Also included in Level 3 assets are the Museum’s
interests in private equity and real asset funds. As quoted or other observable inputs typically are not available, market values are determined by the
general partner based on appraisals, obtainable prices for similar assets, or other estimates. The Museum’s Investments Office has a process in place to
evaluate the reasonableness of the values reported.

Split Interest Arrangements

Charitable Gift Annuities

‘The Museum records its remainder interest in assets received as unrestricted and temporarily restricted contributions as per donor designations. The
contribution is measured at fair value and discounted for the estimated time period until the donor’s death. The difference between the fair value of the
assets and the revenue recognized (the remainder value) is recorded as a liability and represents the amount of the discount for future interest.

Pooled Income Funds

The Museum records its remainder interest in assets received as a temporarily restricted contribution. The contribution is measured at fair value and
discounted for the estimated time period until the donor’s death. The difference between the fair value of the assets and the revenue recognized (the
remainder value) is recorded as a liability and represents the amount of the discount for future interest.
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Charitable Remainder Trusts

The Museum is not the trustee for any of the agreements recorded as Charitable Remainder Trusts (CRT). Each individual trust is considered a unit
of account that must be measured.

When the trust is established the Museum recognizes the contribution and the asset at the present value of estimated future benefits to be received
when the trust assets are distributed. Remainder values are calculated and adjusted annually.

A fair value adjustment of 10 basis points was applied to those CRTs for which the Museum does not receive an accounting of the underlying assets
and has no ability to assign a level other than Level 3. The adjustments are recorded in Charitable Remainder and Other Trust Assets and non-operating
expense.

Perpetual Trusts
The Museum recognizes the contribution and the asset at market value and records periodic adjustments as statements are received from the trustee.

Lead Trusts
‘The Museum records the expected payment stream over the term of the trust and applies a discount rate that ranges from 3.9% to 5.1%.

O. AsseT RETIREMENT OBLIGATIONS

The Museum recognizes a liability on the Balance Sheet for Asset Retirement Obligations pertaining to future remediation work necessary to restore
certain properties. The liability equals the present value of the expected cost of remediation.

During fiscal years 2014 and 2013, the Museum made payments of $0.05 million and $0.32 million, respectively, for these obligations and reduced
the liability accordingly. In addition, the Museum adjusted certain asset retirement data and provided for the years” reductions, charges and accretion.
For fiscal years 2014 and 2013, the non-cash charges amounted to an increase of $0.4 million and $1.4 million respectively, and are included in the
non-operating section of the Statements of Activities. As of June 30, 2014 and 2013, $9.1 million and $8.7 million, respectively, of conditional asset
retirement obligations are included in the liability section of the Balance Sheet.

P. D1scLOSURE FOR ENDOWMENT FUNDS AND NET ASSET CLASSIFICATIONS

The Museum’s endowment consists of over 650 individual funds established for a variety of purposes. Its endowment includes funds with donor-
imposed spending restrictions (donor-restricted endowment funds) and funds with board-imposed spending restrictions that are treated as endowments
(quasi-endowments). While quasi-endowments are treated as endowments in terms of earning investment returns and spending policy, their principal
does not need to be held in perpetuity. Additionally, some quasi-endowments also have donor-imposed purpose restrictions. As required by Generally
Accepted Accounting Principles, endowment funds are classified based on the existence or absence of donor-imposed restrictions. Donor-restricted
endowment funds and quasi-endowment funds are also governed by the Endowment Spending Policy adopted by the Board of Trustees (which is
discussed in more detail below).

The New York Prudent Management of Institutional Funds Act (NYPMIFA) governs the standards of management, investing, and spending of
donor-restricted endowment funds by requiring the prudent consideration of the following eight factors when appropriating spending from endowment
funds: (i) the duration and preservation of the endowment fund; (ii) the purposes of the Museum and the endowment fund; (iii) general economic
conditions; (iv) the possible effect of inflation or deflation; (v) the expected total return from income and the appreciation of investments; (vi) other
resources of the Museum; (vii) where appropriate and circumstances would otherwise warrant, alternatives to the expenditure of the endowment fund,
giving due consideration to the effect that such alternatives may have on the Museum; and (viii) the investment policy of the Museum. NYPMIFA
eliminates the legal requirement to preserve the historic dollar value of donor-restricted endowment funds and makes it legally possible to spend from
the endowment funds when they drop below the historic dollar value of the gift. The term historic dollar value is defined as the aggregate fair value in
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dollars of (i) an endowment fund at the time it became an endowment fund; (ii) each subsequent donation to the fund at the time it is made; and (iii)
each accumulation made pursuant to a direction in the applicable gift instrument at the time the accumulation is added to the fund. As a result of this
interpretation, the Museum classifies as permanently restricted net assets (i) the original dollar value of endowment gifts not expendable under the
specific terms of the applicable gift instrument; (ii) the original dollar value of subsequent endowment gifts; (iii) the net realizable value of future
payments (i.e., outstanding endowment pledges net of applicable discount); and (iv) appreciation (depreciation), gains (losses) and income earned on
the fund when the donor states that such increases or decreases are to be treated as changes in permanently restricted net assets less spending per the
Endowment Spending Policy. With respect to endowment funds governed by gift instruments executed before September 17, 2010, the legislation
required the Museum to send a notice to all available donors asking them to elect whether (i) the Museum could spend as much of the gift as is
prudent; or (ii) the Museum could not spend below historic dollar value. The legislation provides that if the donor did not respond within 90 days of
receiving the notice, expenditures from the endowment fund will be governed by the prudence standard in the legislation. The Museum has complied
with this, and all other requirements of NYPMIFA, and has determined that for administrative ease and to ensure prudence with respect to its
endowment funds, it will continue to maintain historic dollar value spending restrictions in place for all funds.

In relation to NYPMIFA, Generally Accepted Accounting Principles require that for each donor-restricted endowment fund, the Museum is to
classify the portion of the fund that is not classified as Permanently Restricted Net Assets as Temporarily Restricted Net Assets until such funds have
been appropriated. Therefore, upon the expiration of any time restriction and/or the meeting of any purpose restriction and appropriation by the Board
for expenditure, a reclassification of that amount to Unrestricted Net Assets occurs.

During fiscal year 2012, the Board adopted a new Endowment Spending Policy which was effective for fiscal years 2013 and 2014. The new hybrid
spending policy used in fiscal years 2013 and 2014 combines the predictable spending element of constant growth whereby 80% of the spending is
based on the prior fiscal year total spending, adjusted for inflation with an asset preservation principle whereby the remaining 20% is based on the
market value of the endowment at the prior calendar year end. The spending also has a defined range in absolute dollars of 90% to 110% of the prior
fiscal year’s spending. Spending Rates applied to the market value of the endowment are limited to a range of 4.5% to 5.75%. Specific rates are
recommended periodically by the Finance Committee of the Board of Trustees, and final rates are approved each fiscal year by the Board of Trustees.

The primary objective of the Museum’s investment strategy is to provide a stable stream of funds to support the operations of the Museum in
perpetuity. The long-term management goal is to maintain the purchasing power of the portfolio so that support for the operating budget remains
consistent in real (i.e., inflation-adjusted) terms over time. The portfolio is subject to various risks, including volatility of asset prices, liquidity risk, and
the risk of failing to meet return thresholds.

In order to achieve the portfolio objectives without assuming undue risk, the portfolio is biased toward investments that are expected to produce
equity-like returns and is diversified both by asset class and within asset classes.

The portfolio is primarily invested by external investment managers. Investments are made through separate accounts or commingled vehicles,
including funds, trusts, and limited partnerships.

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R. CoMMITMENTS AND CONTINGENCIES

Commitments

On August 10, 2012, the Museum entered into an operating agreement with the Whitney Museum of American Art (the “Whitney”), pursuant to
which the Museum will use and occupy portions of the Whitney’s building located at 945 Madison Avenue, New York, New York (the “Building”), for
a term of 8 years with an option at the Museum’s discretion to extend the term for an additional 5.5 years. The Whitney will continue to occupy
portions of the Building and both parties will work together to develop joint programming initiatives for the Building as well as other locations.

Contingencies

On November 8, 2012, two individuals filed a lawsuit in New York State Supreme Court, New York County, against the Museum and certain of its
officers. The Museum was served with this lawsuit on February 8, 2013. It alleges that the Museum’s policy of asking visitors to pay a voluntary
admissions charge is in violation of state law and of the Museum’s lease with the City of New York, and that the manner in which the Museum advises
the public of this policy is deceptive. The complaint also alleged that the Museum has an obligation to maintain an entrance on the Central Park side of
the Museum. The complaint seeks various forms of equitable relief and also attorney’s fees and costs, but it does not otherwise seeck monetary damages.

On March 5, 2013, a lawsuit was filed by three individuals in New York State Supreme Court, New York County, against the Museum and certain of
its officers. This lawsuit is very similar to the litigation described above, except that it is framed as a class action suit, and it does not include any claims
about a Central Park entrance. The complaint in this litigation seeks various forms of equitable relief and also a judgment “awarding Plaintiffs and other
members of the Class actual damages in an amount to be determined at trial” plus attorney’s fees and costs. Plaintiffs have not subsequently presented a
quantified demand for damages.

On October 30, 2013, the New York State Supreme Court dismissed the claims in each lawsuit which alleged that the Museum’s admissions policy
constituted a breach of its lease with the City and was a violation of an 1893 appropriations act.

The Museum intends to vigorously defend the remaining claims in both litigations and believes it has substantial defenses. However, due to the
inherent difficulty of predicting the outcome of litigation, the Museum cannot predict what the eventual outcome or timing of these matters may be.
An adverse outcome in one or both of these matters could be material to the Museum.

On July 21 and July 22, 2014, the plaintiffs perfected their appeals of the trial court’s decision on the Motion to Dismiss. The Museum filed an
answering brief on August 25, 2014, and the City of New York moved to file an amicus brief in support of the Museum’s arguments on September 4,
2014. Plaintiff’s filed their responsive briefs on September 19, 2014. The Museum expects the appeal to be argued in fall 2014.
